   The Project Description is: 
“The Highland Place Apartments develop-
ment is the adaptive reuse of seven historic 
buildings located in the 1800 block of High-
land Avenue in the 18th & Vine National 
Register Historic District.  The seven build-
ings are the former Rochester Hotel (1821 
Highland) and six houses (1816-1826 High-
land).  The buildings will be reused as 22 
units of affordable, senior (55+) rental 
apartments.  All buildings will be listed on 
the National Register of Historic Places and 
will be rehabilitated in accordance with the 
Secretary of Interior’s Historic Rehabilita-
tion Standards.  The project will move im-
mediately into construction phase 
(estimated timeframe March 2008).
